WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:66-1 et seq. (the “Municipal Shared Services Energy Authority Act,”
hercinafter the “Act™) authorizes qualified municipalities to create a municipal shared services
energy authority; and

WHEREAS, creation of a municipal shared services energy authority is permitted to promote
the stability and viability of the member systems, as well as achieve efficiencies and savings for
the member systems and their retail customers; and

WHEREAS, the Boroughs of Butler, Lavallette, Madison, Milltown, Park Ridge, Pemberton,
Seaside Heights. and South River. New Jersey and the City of Vineland, New Jersey (the
“Members™) propose to create the New Jersey Public Power Authority (the “NJPPA™) pursuant
to the Act to enable the Members to jointly procure electric capacity and energy in quantities and
for durations that achieve greater efficiency and economies of scale for the Members; and

WHEREAS, the Members affirm that it would be in their best individual and collective interest
to enter into an Inter-Municipal Agreement to accomplish NJPPA creation; and

WHEREAS, the Members have jointly organized individual procurement of electricity since
2009, to the extent permitted by law, but have represented to the Board that the limitations on
such contracts have diminished the Members® access to the best wholesale prices in the
marketplace; and

WHEREAS, the Members anticipate incurring no creation costs for this undertaking; and

WHEREAS, the Members presently include all municipai-owned utility systems in New Jersey;
and

WHEREAS, the NJPPA would, together with Sussex Rural Electric Cooperative, comprise the
membership of the Public Power Association of New Jersey.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Members’ application seeking approval for
the creation of the NJPPA is approved pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:66-1 because creation of the
NJPPA is anticipated to serve the public interest by promoting the stability and viability of the
member systems and achieving efficiencies and savings for the member systems and their retail
customers; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the NJPPA shall constitute a “contracting unit” for
purposes of the Local Public Contracts Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et seq.; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the NJPPA will persist in perpetuity until its membership
decreases to fewer than three members, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:66-5; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the NJPPA commissioners shall serve on a volunteer
basis; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the NJPPA shall promulgate rules and procedures
governing how additional municipal utilities and rural electrical cooperatives may become
NJPPA members in the future, should occasion arise, which rules shall comply with the Act; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED the NJPPA must seek Local Finance Board approval for any
borrowing; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the NJPPA shall, within 60 days, file with the Executive
Secretary of the Local Finance Board its formation documents, bylaws, and rules; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Executive Secretary of the Local Finance Board is

hereby authorized and directed to certify or endorse such documents or instruments as may be

necessary, convenient or desirable in order to carry out the purpose and the provisions of the Act
in this resolution; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this resolution shall take etfect immediately.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
DETAILED DESCRIPTION OF APPLICATION

James A. Jablonski on behalf of the Boroughs of Butler, Lavallette, Madison,
Milltown, Park Ridge, Pemberton, Seaside Heights and South River, New Jersey and the
City of Vineland, New Jersey (“Applicants™), respectfully submits this application to
form the New Jersey Public Power Authority (NJPPA) pursuant to the newly enacted
Municipal Shared Services Energy Authority, N.J. Stat. Ann. §40A:66-1 ef. seq. (2016).
The named municipalities comprise the entire universe of municipally owned utility
systems in New Jersey and, together with Sussex Rural Electric Cooperative, comprise
the membership of the Public Power Association of New Jersey (“PPANJ”), of which
Mr. Jablonski is Executive Director.

The Applicants respectfully submit for approval this application, the required
parallel ordinances (Part 1), and the proposed Inter-Municipal Agreement (“IMA”)
(Attachment A) in conformance with the requirements of N.J. Stat. Ann. §40A:66-4 (b)
(2016). In addition, the Applicants submit the proposed Bylaws of the NJPPA as
Attachment B hereto.

The primary purpose of the NJPPA is to jointly procure electric capacity and
energy for the Members in the quantities and duration designated by each Member, and at
a competitively determined price with greater efficiency and economies of scale than
each municipality can procure individually.

Although the statute authorizes the construction of new generating stations, and
the IMA is written to allow it, such new construction is not contemplated immediately.
Construction of new generation would require a separate contract among NJPPA and the
Members, as well as separate approvals from each Members’ governing body and from
this Local Finance Board.

Unlike other authorities in New Jersey, the Board of the NJPPA will not be able
to bind any of its members to make purchases of electricity or to enter into construction
of generation absent a separate contract that has been approved by the Member’s
governing body. Each Member has a single vote on the board even though the members
differ considerably in the size of their loads, and this is equitable because the Board of
NJPPA cannot force any Member to purchase energy or capacity from NJPPA.

Instead of every Member participating in every joint purchase and project, each
Member will instruct NJPPA as to the amount and the delivery dates of energy and/or
generation that the Member wishes to purchase from NJPPA. NJPPA in turn will
consolidate the requests in a mutually beneficial organized manner, and present the
request to the wholesale marketplace through a competitive solicitation. Most electricity
purchases are procured in a tiered fashion from 12 to 36 months in advance of the
delivery dates, so this contemplated procedure is industry standard.
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The City of Vineland is one of nine municipalities eligible for membership in the
NJPPA. Vineland will not immediately require NJPPA services. Its electric utility is able
to serve its customers with City-owned generation and wholesale supply arrangements
for the present, but Vineland anticipates active participation in NJPPA procurement
opportunities in the future.

The NJPPA will provide wholesale services to the Members, and the Members
will retain responsibility to serve their retail customers. For example, each Member
municipal utility will continue to provide billing, metering and distribution of electricity
to its residential and commercial customers. The NJPPA will not have any retail billing
responsibilities, or any obligations to serve the retail customers of the NJPPA Members.
NJPPA’s obligations will be strictly at wholesale, as described in contracts between the
NJPPA and the Member.

In addition, NJPPA will provide strategic joint planning and advice to the
Members as to the optimal times to make purchases, as well as advice on whether to
consider the construction of new generation. NJPPA will also, if the Members so instruct,
have the ability to provide a single interface to the regulated inter-state transmission grid
operator PJM Interconnection, LLC, a large multi-state utility that is regulated by the
Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) and which controls access to electricity
transmission services through its tariffs.

Cost savings are anticipated from joint procurement by increasing the size of the
solicitations, providing a single point of contact to the market, and by providing
economies and efficiencies by increasing the scale. In addition, NJPPA will also be able
to provide joint solicitations for other products and services such as utility poles, trucks,
and training from which further cost savings are expected.

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A) Provide a statement, in brief and general terms, of the project or projects to be
undertaken, the estimated project cost including, but not limited to cost of
appraisals, engineering design, environmental impact and feasibility studies,
financing and construction, the manner of proposed project financing, and the
area to be served by the project.

The predominant purpose of the NJPPA will be to operate as an aggregator of the
wholesale loads of the municipal utility Members of the NJPPA for the purpose of jointly
procuring electric energy and/or capacity at wholesale. (Even though the statute and the
Inter-Municipal Agreement (“IMA”) attached hereto as Attachment A allow the
construction of a new generation station, such is not contemplated at this time. If the
Members decide to pursue this option in the future, such construction and financing
would require separate approvals from the LFB and the governing bodies of the
Members. See IMA §7.2.3 and N.J. Stat. Ann.§40A:66-11.)

The NJPPA provides wholesale (not retail) services to the Members. Members
retain the obligation for billing, metering and distributing electricity to their residential
and commercial retail customers.

The IMA and the Bylaws (Attachment B) explain that the NJPPA provides only
those services requested by each Member. The Board of the NJPPA is not able to bind
Members to make purchases of energy and/or capacity against the wishes of the Member
Governing Bodies. Each Member must enter into a Master Energy Services Contract
setting forth the terms and conditions of any procurement from the NJPPA. Such contract
must be approved by each Member’s governing body in advance of the procurement.

The wholesale electric procurement will follow these sequential steps.

1. NJPPA will enter into industry-standard umbrella agreements known Edison
Electric Institute (“EEI”’) Master Power Energy and Sale Contracts with multiple
suppliers such as Exelon, NextEra, PSE&G and others. The counterparties are
screened for their creditworthiness and ability to perform. NJPPA’s ability to post
collateral to secure these contracts, together with the increased load size and single
point of contact should provide better pricing than the Members can now obtain
individually. Additionally, the individual Transaction Confirmations, defining the
quantity, duration, price and other terms of each purchase shall be secured by
pledging the revenues from a “matching” contract between the NJPPA and the
affected Members.

2. NIJPPA will enter into an umbrella contract, the Master Energy Services Contract,
with each of its Members. These umbrella agreements provide for a menu of
services that the Members may request from NJPPA, especially the procurement
of electricity, but also including procurement of other services such as utility
poles, utility trucks, training, and meters, as well as transmission and energy
procurement advice and assistance.
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3. Atsuch time as the NJPPA Board decides, annually at least, the NJPPA shall
solicit from the Members interest in procuring electricity and/or capacity in named
quantities, duration and at estimated price points. The NJPPA shall consolidate all
the requests for purchasing into combined solicitation(s).

4. The NJPPA shall then solicit bids for the combined load(s) from among the pre-
qualified suppliers with whom the NJPPA has already entered into an umbrella
agreement. Once the winning bidder is determined, NJPPA shall simultaneously
enter into Transaction Confirmations with the supplier and with the participating
Members. The two sets of contracts shall “match” such that the Members
collectively reimburse NJPPA for the entire cost of the procurement.

The Members of PPANJ (except Vineland) have jointly organized individual
procurements of electricity since 2009, to the extent permitted by the New Jersey Code,
but certain limitations have diminished the municipalities’ ability to obtain the best
pricing on the wholesale market. These limitations will be solved by purchasing through
the NJPPA. These limitations include the requirement for individual contracts and points
of contact between each municipality and the wholesale counterparty; the inability of
municipal utilities to post credit to secure the contracts, and the small load sizes of each
individual municipality. If this NJPPA is not approved, the existing arrangements will
continue.

INTER-MUNICIPAL AGREEMENT
ESTABLISHING
NEW JERSEY PUBLIC POWER AUTHORITY,
A MUNICIPAL SHARED SERVICES ENERGY AUTHORITY

THIS IS AN AGREEMENT to create the New Jersey Public Power Authority
(“NJPPA”), a municipal shared services energy authority formed by a combination of the
following municipalities of the State of New Jersey, together with other municipalities or rural
electric cooperatives that become parties hereto, the “Members™: [to be determined -- City of
Vineland, and the Boroughs of Butler, Lavallette, Madison, Milltown, Park Ridge, Pemberton,
Seaside Heights, and South River].

WHEREAS, the aforenamed municipalities are desirous of contracting to establish a
municipal shared services energy authority according to the provisions set forth in The
Municipal Shared Services Energy Authority Act, N.J. Stat. Ann. §40A:66-1(2016), et seq.
(hereinafter referred to as the “Act™), for the purpose of acting jointly to promote the stability
and viability of the Member systems and to achieve efficiencies and savings for the retail
customers of the Member systems;

WHEREAS, the aforenamed municipality governing bodies have adopted ordinances
approving this Inter-Municipal Agreement (“IMA”); and

WHEREAS, this IMA and the pertinent ordinances were submitted to the Local Finance
Board (“LFB”) of the New Jersey Division of Local Governmental Services as an application for
approval of this IMA, and the LFB either approved this IMA or did not disapprove this IMA

within sixty days of a completed application; and



NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants hereinafter expressed and
other good and valuable consideration, the municipalities listed above hereby agree as follows:

ARTICLE I - NAME

The name of this municipal shared services energy authority shall be the New Jersey
Public Power Authority (“NJPPA”) or the Authority.

ARTICLE II - PURPOSES

The purposes for which NJPPA is organized are to act jointly and perform according to
standard electric industry practices all authorized endeavors to achieve savings and efficiencies
for retail customers in Member systems through coordinated bulk power and fuel supply
programs; undertake the planning, financing, development, acquisition, construction,
reconstruction, improvement, enlargement, betterment, operation and maintenance of a project or
projects to supply electric power and/or energy for the present and future needs of its Members;
and to effect joint development of electric energy resources or production, distribution, and
transmission of electric power and/or energy in whole or in part for the benefit of the contracting
Members; and to do and perform all acts and things for the benefit of its Members and others,
which by law, expressed or implied, it is authorized, empowered or permitted to do and perform.

ARTICLE III - REGISTERED OFFICE

The registered office of NJPPA is located at 420 Boardwalk, P.O. Box 206, Seaside
Heights, New Jersey 08751 and the Registered Agent is James A. Jablonski.

ARTICLE IV — TERM. MEMBERSHIP AND OBLIGATIONS




Section 1. Eligibility for Membership. The initial Members of the NJPPA shall be:[to be

determined -- City of Vineland, and the Boroughs of Butler, Lavallette, Madison, Milltown, Park
Ridge, Pemberton, Seaside Heights, and South River.] To become a Member of NJPPA, the
municipality or rural electric cooperative must negotiate an amended IMA and present it to the
LFB together with an approved ordinance of its governing body pursuant to the Act.

Section 2. Term of IMA. The IMA shall continue until such time as Membership declines to

fewer than three Members.

Section 3. Withdrawal of Membership. Membership may be withdrawn by any Member, acting

through its governing body, by giving written notice of such termination six (6) months prior to
the effective date of the withdrawal. Liabilities under contract in force at the time of such
withdrawal shall not be affected except as provided in such contract. A withdrawing Member’s
withdrawal obligations include defeasance of the Member’s pro rata share of any bonds issued
by NJPPA. Any withdrawal under Section 3 shall not relieve that Member of a legal commitment
or liability under contract entered into with NJPPA or by NJPPA with other entities, such as,
power purchase contracts for energy and/or capacity to be delivered in the future.

Section 4. Termination of Membership. A Member may be terminated by two-thirds (2/3) vote of

the Members, acting through their Commissioners. Liabilities under contract in force at the time
of such termination shall not be affected except as provided in such contract. A terminated
Member shall be obligated to defease the Member’s pro rata share of any bonds issued by
NJPPA. Any termination under Section 4 shall not relieve that Member of a legal commitment or
liability under contract entered into with NJPPA or by NJPPA with other entities.

Section 5. First Rights. The Members of NJPPA shall have a first right to the purchase of all

electric capacity and/or energy generated by, contracted for, or owned by NJPPA. The amount
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of electric capacity and energy to which each Member is entitled shall be computed in
accordance with plans or formulae, if any, adopted by two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Members,
acting through their Commissioners. Notwithstanding anything which might indicate a different
intention, NJPPA may enter into contracts of such duration as it deems advisable for sale to its
Members of the electric capacity and/or energy to which they are entitled and elect to purchase,
and for the sale of surplus electric capacity and energy (that is, electric capacity and energy not
contracted for or contracted for and not currently used by Members) to non-members.

Section 6. Members not to be Assessed. No Member may be assessed for any purpose by

NJPPA without the Member’s consent evidenced in writing from the Member’s governing body.

Section 7. Obligations of Members. It is specifically agreed that membership in NJPPA shall not

commit any Member to purchase power and/or energy or to incur any other liability unless such
Member shall specifically agree to such cost, purchase or other liability pursuant to a separate
contract approved by its governing body.

7.1 Administrative Costs. Members promise to pay such tariff rates, fees, dues,

assessments and/or capital contributions as established by the Members, acting through their
Commissioners in accordance with the bylaws, to support the operations of NJPPA.
7.2  Purchase and Sale of Electricity; Generation Projects.
7.2.1 Members agree that to purchase products and services from NJPPA,

Member must first enter into a Master Energy Services Contract(s).

between Member and NJPPA shall bind the Member(s) to make payments to NJPPA for
commodities to be procured and services to be rendered by the Authority in such amounts

as to enable NJPPA to meet its expenses, to satisfy any collateral requirements to
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preserve the contracts, and to make payments on interest and principal of any bonds, plus
reserves for debt service, if any. Such Member-NJPPA contract(s) may contain “take or
pay” provisions obligating Member(s) to pay for energy and/or capacity purchased on
Member’s behalf, regardless of whether such energy and/or capacity was consumed by
the Member(s). The Member-NJPPA contract(s) may further provide that if one or more
Member(s) default(s) in its payments under the contract(s), that the remaining Members
agreeing to be so bound may be required to accept and pay for, or to otherwise dispose of
the power and/or energy of such defaulting Member(s).

7.2.3 Terms of Generation Project Contracts Must Recover NJPPA Costs

Including Debt Service. A Member and the NJPPA may collaborate to construct or

jointly own a power supply project and/or the purchase and sale of electricity therefrom
only if the Member and the NJPPA first enter into a separate Master Energy Services
Contract or other contract pursuant to which Member agrees to compensate NJPPA for
such project in such amounts as to recover NJPPA costs, including debt service on the
issuance of any bonds, under terms compliant with the Act.

7.3. Member agrees to take other actions as are necessary and desirable to diligently

uphold the integrity and purposes of the NJPPA, especially the obligation to provide reliable and

low cost electricity to the NJPPA Members and their customers.

7.4 Assignment. Neither Member nor NJPPA may assign this IMA in whole or in part.

ARTICLE V — BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

Section 1. Composition. The governing body of NJPPA shall be a Board of Commissioners, in

which all powers of NJPPA are vested. The Board of Commissioners shall have the power to



create an executive committee of the Board, to which powers and duties may be delegated, as the
Board shall specify. The number of Commissioners of NJPPA at any time shall equal the
number of Members at that time. Each Member shall have the power to appoint one (1)
Commissioner to the Board of Commissioners and shall be entitled to remove that Commissioner
at will. Each Member shall, from time to time, designate one Commissioner, which designation
shall be in writing and filed with the NJPPA. Each member may, from time to time, designate an
Alternate Commissioner, which designation shall be in writing and filed with NJPPA. The
alternate Commissioner in the absence of the first named Commissioner, may vote and act with
full authority. A Commissioner’s or Alternate Commissioner’s vote shall be valid unless a
writing from the Member is received by NJPPA revoking said Commissioner’s or Alternate
Commissioner’s authority. Commissioners shall not be compensated.

Section 2. Quorum and Voting.

Quorum. A majority of Commissioners shall constitute a quorum. A majority of the
quorum is necessary for any action taken by the Board. A majority of less than a quorum may
postpone to a new time or place, any meeting and the adjourned meeting may be held with such
notice, if any, as is required by law.

Voting. Each Member shall have one vote.

Section 3. Vacancies. Each Member shall appoint a successor to fill any vacancy created by the

resignation or removal of its appointee to the Board of Commissioners. No vacancy in the
membership of the Board of Commissioners shall impair the right of a quorum to exercise the
power of the Board.

Section 4. Resignation. Any Commissioner may at any time resign his or her office by

submitting a written notice to the NJPPA President or Secretary. Such resignation shall be
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effective upon receipt, and acceptance thereof shall not be necessary to make it effective unless
the motion so states. NJPPA shall notify the Member within seventy-two (72) hours of its
receipt of a resignation from that Member’s Commissioner.

Section 5. Duties. It shall be the duty of the Board to comply or cause compliance with the

applicable laws of the State of New Jersey, including the Act, the Local Authorities Fiscal
Control Law, or any future corresponding provision of the New Jersey Code, and to comply or
cause compliance with each and every term, provision and covenant in this IMA on its part to be

performed.

Section 6. Notice. Notices shall, unless otherwise specified herein, be in writing and may be
delivered by hand delivery, United States mail, overnight courier service, facsimile or e-mail to
NJPPA at the address provided herein. Notice by facsimile, e-mail, or hand delivery shall be
effective at the close of business on the day actually received, if received during business hours
on a Business Day, and otherwise shall be effective at the close of business on the next Business
Day. Notice by overnight United States mail or courier shall be effective on the next Business
Day after it was deposited in the United States mail or sent.

ARTICLE VI- EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR AND STAFF




Section 1. Executive Director. An Executive Director shall be selected by majority vote of the

Board of Commissioners as set forth in the bylaws. Unless the Board of Commissioners
otherwise provides, the Executive Director shall be the chief operating officer of the NJPPA and
shall have such general executive powers and duties of supervision and management as are
usually vested in the office of the chief operating officer of a corporation, including carrying into
effect all directions and resolutions of the Board of Commissioners. The Executive Director may,
together with the President, Secretary, and other persons authorized by the Board, execute all
bonds, notes, debentures, mortgages, and other contracts requiring a seal, under the seal of the
Corporation, may cause the seal to be affixed thereto, and may execute all other contracts and
instruments for and in the name of NJPPA that the Board of Commissioners has authorized to be
executed. The Executive Director shall direct the day-to-day affairs of NJPPA including
supervising all employees of NJPPA, reporting to the Board of Commissioners any violation of
the rules and regulations (if any), collecting any charges or fees, and keeping records in the form
prescribed from time to time by the Board of Commissioners and reporting thereon whenever so
requested by the Board of Commissioners. The Executive Director shall be directly responsible
to the Board of Commissioners and shall report directly to the Board of Commissioners.

Section 2. Staff. Staff of the NJPPA shall be selected by the Executive Director as may be

authorized by the Board of Commissioners pursuant to budgetary approvals and in conformance

with the Act.

ARTICLE VII - CORPORATE POWERS

Section 1. Body Politic. The Authority shall be a public body politic and corporate,

established as an instrumentality exercising public and essential governmental functions to

provide for the public health and welfare. The Authority shall have the duties, privileges,
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immunities, rights, liabilities, and disabilities of a public body politic and corporate but shall

not have taxing power. The authority shall be a “contracting unit” for purposes of the "Local

Public Contracts Law," N.J. Stat. Ann. §40A:11-1 et seq.

Section 2. Powers. The Authority shall have perpetual succession, and shall have the

following powers as specifically enumerated in the Act:

To adopt and have a common seal and to alter the same at pleasure;
To sue and be sued;

To acquire, own, rent, hold, lease, as lessor or lessee, use and sell or otherwise
dispose of, mortgage, pledge, or grant a security interest in, any real or personal
property, commodity, or service or interest therein;

To hold or place collateral with a counterparty to a wholesale power supply
contract and to account for value, and use such collateral as provided in the power
supply contract, notwithstanding any other law or regulation to the contrary;

To plan, develop, acquire, construct, reconstruct, operate, manage, dispose of,
participate in, maintain, repair, extend, or improve one or more electric supply
projects within the corporate limits and franchise areas of the Members, and act as
agent, or designate one or more other persons participating in an electric supply
project to act as its agent, in connection with the planning, acquisition,
construction, operation, maintenance, repair, extension, or improvement of such
electric supply project for generation, production, transmission, and provision to
the Members of electrical power and energy at wholesale, to meet the electric
power or energy needs of the Members, provided that NJPPA shall not sell
electric power or energy at the retail level;

To enter into franchises, exchange, interchange, pooling, wheeling, or
transmission agreements with any person, firm, entity, or public agency in order to
purchase wholesale electric power and energy for the Members, or to sell excess
power and energy purchased or produced by the Members' generation assets and
not needed to serve the load within the corporate limits and franchise areas of the
Members, and to negotiate for, and buy fuels necessary for the production of
electric power and energy within the corporate limits and franchise areas of the
Members, to develop bulk power and fuel supply programs, and to implement
energy conservation measures within the corporate limitg ‘and franchise areas of
the Members as necessary or appropriate, to meet the electric power or energy
needs of its Members;

To negotiate and enter into power supply contracts defined in the Act and to take
such actions as are necessary to remain in compliance with the terms of those
contracts;

To make and execute additional contracts and other instruments necessary or
convenient to the exercise of its powers;

To employ agents and employees;

To contract with any person, entity or public agency within or outside the State of
New Jersey for the construction of any electric supply project within the corporate
limits and franchise area of its Members or for the purchase, sale or transmission
of electric power and energy generated by any electric supply project located
within the corporate limits and franchise area of its Members, in whole or in part,
for the benefit of its Members, or for any interest or share therein, or any right to
capacity thereof, on terms and for a period of time as its board shall determine,
provided that NJPPA shall not enter into any contract that speculates in the energy
markets and NJPPA shall not construct or contract for the construction of any
electric supply project that, when added to the existing NJPPA-owned or co-
owned generation assets, will produce more than 105 percent of the power and
energy requirements of the Members;

To purchase and sell, exchange or transmit electric power and energy at wholesale
within and outside the State of New Jersey consistent with federal law, in
amounts as it shall determine to be necessary or appropriate to make the most
effective use of its powers and to meet its responsibilities, to sell, exchange, or
transmit excess electric power purchased or produced by electric generation
facilities within the corporate limits and franchise areas of its Members that is not
needed to serve load within those corporate limits and franchise areas;

To co-own an electric generating facility project initiated by any person and
constructed outside the corporate limits and franchise area of the members,
provided that: (1) the share of NJPPA co-ownership shall be restricted to supply
the electric and power needs of the Members ; and (2) when added to the
aggregate of existing NJPPA-owned or Member-owned generation facilities
together with co-ownership of facilities outside of the corporate limits and
franchise areas of the Members, the aggregate produces no more than 105 percent
of the power and energy needs of the Members;

. To provide for and secure the payment of any bonds and the rights of the holders

thereof, and to purchase, hold, and dispose of any bonds;
To accept gifts or grants of real or personal property, money, material, labor, or

supplies solely for the purposes and exclusive use and benefit of the NJPPA, and
to make and perform those agreements and contracts as may be necessary or

convenient in connection with the procuring, acceptance, or disposition of the
gifts or grants;

To make, amend and enforce bylaws or rules and regulations for the management
and regulation of its business and affairs and for the use, maintenance, and
operation of its properties;

To do and perform any acts and things authorized by the Act through or by means
of its own Board, officers, agents, and employees, or by contract with any person;

To enter into any and all contracts, execute any and all instruments, and do and
perform any and all things or acts necessary, convenient, or desirable for the

purposes of NJPPA, or to carry out any power expressly authorized under the
Act.;

To exercise powers which are granted to municipalities under N.J. Stat. Ann. §
40:62-12 et seq.;

To join organizations, including private or trade organizations, that the Board has
deemed to be beneficial to the accomplishment of the NJPPA’s purposes;

.To enter into one or more power supply contract, lease, operation contract, or

contract for management of electric generation within the corporate limits and
franchise areas of its members, or for the purchase of fuel for electric generation
within the corporate limits and franchise areas of the Members, to meet the
electric power or energy needs of its Members, for a term not to exceed forty
(*40™) years; and

To invest any funds held in reserve or sinking funds, or any funds not required for
immediate disbursement, including the proceeds from the sale of any bonds, in
those obligations, securities, and other investments as the authority deems to be
proper and as the members of the authority are authorized pursuant to law.

ARTICLE VIII — INDEMNIFICATION OF COMMISSIONERS

Any person made a party to any action, suit or proceeding by reason of the fact that he or

she is or was a Commissioner, officer, employee or agent of the NJPPA or of any organization,
joint action agency, or corporation which he or she served at the request of the NJPPA, shall be
indemnified by NJPPA against the reasonable expenses, including attorney’s fees, actually and
necessarily incurred by him or her in connection with said action, suit or proceeding including

any appeal therein, except in relation to matters as to which it shall be adjudicated in such action,
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suit or proceedings that such Commissioner, officer, employee, or agent was not acting in good
faith in the reasonable belief that his or her action was in the best interests of NJPPA. The term
“expenses” includes amounts paid in satisfaction of judgments or in settlement of any action, suit
or proceeding other than amounts paid to NJPPA itself. Such right of indemnification shall not
be deemed exclusive of any other rights to which such Commissioner, officer, employee, or
agent may be entitled apart from this Article.

Anyone seeking indemnification who proposes to settle litigation or who proposes to
settle prior to litigation shall obtain the approval of the Board on all matters pertaining to the
settlement prior to having the right to indemnification under this Article. If settlement is not
approved by NJPPA, NJPPA will continue to be responsible for indemnification and expenses as
heretofore set forth.

ARTICLE IX - BUDGETS AND AUDITS

Section 1. Budget. The Treasurer shall cause to be prepared a budget for each year and submit

the same to the Board for approval. The budget shall include an estimate of the amount of
receipts and expenditures for the ensuing year including expenses of officers and employees,
legal, engineering, power supply, and other expenses and contingencies, and shall be conformed
to the requirements of the LFB or its successor, and other New Jersey law. The Treasurer shall
cause to be prepared quarterly unaudited financial reports, and shall submit the same to the
Board as soon as practical following the end of each quarter of the applicable fiscal year.

Section 2. Annual Audit. Within ninety (90) days after the end of each fiscal year, the Board

shall cause the books, accounts and records of NJPPA to be audited by an independent, certified
public accountant, licensed, registered or entitled to practice and practicing as such under the
laws of the State of New Jersey and in accordance with the Act.
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Section 3. Member Audit Rights. Each Member has the right to examine NJPPA records related

to the IMA to verify compliance with the IMA and to resolve or decide any claim or dispute
arising under this IMA. NJPPA shall grant a Member reasonable access to these records at all
reasonable times during the IMA term and for three (3) years after its termination.

ARTICLE X — TERMINATION AND DISSOLUTION

The term of this IMA shall be until such time as it is terminated by the affirmative vote of
two-thirds (2/3) of the total authorized vote, or is dissolved due to having fewer than three
Members. This IMA may not be terminated so long as NJPPA has bonds outstanding, unless
provision for full payment of such bonds from escrow or otherwise, has been made pursuant to
the terms of the bonds or the resolution authorizing the issuance of such bonds, trust indenture or
security instruments securing the bonds.

Upon termination or dissolution of NJPPA, the title to all funds and other properties
owned by it which remain after payment or the making of provision for payment of all bonds and
other obligations of NJPPA shall vest in the Members, as their interests may appear, and as
agreed upon by the Members.

NJPPA shall take whatever action may be necessary, including the execution and
delivery of conveyances therefor, by quitclaim or other appropriate deed to the end of effecting
such vesting and allocation as is agreed upon by the Members.

ARTICLE X1 —- AMENDMENT

This IMA may be amended only by the affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of all the
votes of Commissioners and approval by the LFB. Notwithstanding the provisions of this

paragraph, this IMA may be modified, amended or changed concerning the matters of (i) voting

by Commissioners or (ii) assessment of Members except by the unanimous approval of the
Members only upon written agreement signed by all Members and upon approval by the LFB.

ARTICLE XII — CONSTRUCTION AND BINDING EFFECT

It is mutually agreed that this IMA shall be construed according to the laws of the State
of New Jersey, venue lying in the courts of the State of New Jersey.

This IMA, with attachments, where applicable, shall be considered and construed as a
whole, each paragraph in context with the others, and no paragraph shall be read to the exclusion
of any other paragraph. If any terms, covenant, or condition herein shall be deemed to be
unenforceable or illegal, such unenforceability or illegality shall be of no force or effect with
respect to any other paragraph, provision, term, or covenant herein.

The parties hereto agree that they will execute any document reasonably required to carry
out the terms of this IMA.

References to the singular shall include the plural and references to gender shall be
without regard to male.

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BYLAWS OF THE
NEW JERSEY PUBLIC POWER AUTHORITY

ARTICLE I - OFFICES

Section 1- Registered Office and Agent. The registered office of the New Jersey Public
Power Authority (“NJPPA”) in the State of New Jersey is located at 420 Boardwalk, P.O. Box
206, Seaside Heights, New Jersey 08751 and the Registered Agent is James A. Jablonski.

Section 2 - Other Places of Business. Branches or subordinate offices or places of
business may be established at any time by the Board of Commissioners at any place or places
where NJPPA is authorized to do business.

ARTICLE II - MEMBERS

All municipal utilities and rural electric cooperatives that have signed the original Inter-
Municipal Agreement (“IMA?”) shall be Members of NJPPA unless any one or more should
withdraw or be terminated. Additional municipal utilities and rural electric cooperatives may
become Members upon compliance with the requirements of the IMA and the Municipal Shared
Services Energy Authority Act, N.J. Stat. Ann. §40A:66-1 ef seq. (2016) (hereafter referred to as
“Act”).

ARTICLE III - BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

Section 1 — General. The affairs of NJPPA shall be managed by its Board of
Commissioners, and its Board shall be responsible for adopting an annual budget of expenditures
and revenue sources for NJPPA.

Section 2 — Composition. The number of Commissioners of NJPPA at any time shall be
equal to the number of Members at that time. Each Member shall have the power to appoint one
(1) Commissioner to the Board of Commissioners and shall be entitled to remove that
Commissioner at will. Each Member shall, from time to time, designate by a writing filed with
NJPPA the name of its Commissioner. Each Member may, from time to time, designate an
Alternate Commissioner who shall, in the absence of the first named Commissioner, vote and act
with full authority. No Commissioner’s or Alternate Commissioner’s vote will be void until a
writing by the Member is received by NJPPA revoking said Commissioner’s or Alternate
Commissioner’s authority. Each Member shall have one vote, a set forth in the IMA.

Section 3 — Withdrawal of Membership. Any Member may withdraw from NJPPA as
provided in the IMA upon a minimum of six months’ written notice. Notice of such withdrawal
shall be provided to the Secretary, which notice shall be presented to the Board of
Commissioners at its first regularly scheduled meeting thereafter.

Section 4 — Termination of Membership. Any Member may be terminated from NJPPA
as provided in the IMA, provided that a statement of the reasons for termination are mailed, via
registered mail, to the Member at its last recorded address at least fifteen (15) days prior to final
action being taken on such termination motion. The statement of good cause for the termination
shall be accompanied by a notice of a time and place at which the Board of Commissioners shall
meet to consider the termination motion and shall provide an opportunity for the Member subject
to the termination to present a defense.

ARTICLE IV - MEETINGS

Section 1 — Annual Meeting. The annual meeting of the Board of Commissioners shall
be held on the third Thursday in January of each year, or if that day is a legal holiday in the place
where the meeting is to be held, then on the next succeeding business day, at a time and place
fixed by the Board of Commissioners, or the President. If such meeting is not held, or ifa
quorum is not present, the annual meeting of the Board of Commissioners shall be called in the
manner hereinafter provided for special meetings.

At the Annual Meeting, the Board of Commissioners shall elect from the Commissioners
a President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer, and conduct such other business as the
Board may then determine.

Section 2 — Regular Meetings. The Commissioners shall meet not less than quarterly with
the first meeting to be held during the month of January, which shall constitute the annual
meeting of Members. The date, time and place within the State of New Jersey of each meeting
for the following (12) month period shall be fixed at the annual meeting. The notice of meeting
shall be delivered to each Commissioner at least ten business days before the time scheduled for
said meeting. A report of the previous year’s activities shall be presented by the President or
Executive Director at the first quarterly meeting of Members of the New Year.

Section 3 — Special Meetings. Special meetings of the Board of Commissioners may be
called by the President or upon the written request to the Secretary by any three (3)
Commissioners. Notice of such special meetings shall be given in the same manner as for
regular and annual meetings, except in emergencies when actual notice shall suffice. No other
business than that specified in the notice of meeting shall be transacted at any special meeting of
the Commissioners.

Section 4 — Quorum. A quorum shall be as established in the IMA. The presence in
person or by proxy of a majority of the Board of Commissioners shall constitute a quorum for
the transaction of business, but a lesser number may adjourn to some future date not less than six
(6) days nor more than twenty (20) days thereafter. The Secretary shall thereupon mail notice of
the adjourned meeting at least three (3) days before the adjourned meeting to each Commissioner
entitled to vote who has not waived the notice in writing.
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Section 5 — Majority Rules. Each Member shall be entitled to one (1) vote. Only the
Commissioner designated in writing by a particular Member (or his/her alternate designated in
writing) shall have the right to cast the vote for the Member whom he or she represents. All
questions coming before the Board shall be decided by a majority vote of the Commissioners
present except as explicitly stated herein. The act of a majority of the Commissioners present at
a meeting at which a quorum is present shall be the act of the Board of Commissioners.

Section 6 — Action Without Meeting. The Board of Commissioners may act without a
meeting if, prior to such action, each Commissioner shall consent in writing thereto. Such
consent or consents shall be filed by the Secretary in the minutes.

Section 7 — Waiver of Notice. Any notice required by these bylaws, the IMA or the laws
of the State of New Jersey, may be waived in writing by any person entitled to notice. The
waiver or waivers may be executed before, at, or after the event with respect to which notice is
waived. Each Commissioner attending a meeting without protesting the lack of proper notice
prior to the conclusion of the meeting shall be deemed conclusively to have waived such notice.

ARTICLE V - OFFICERS

Section 1 — Election and Term. The Board of Commissioners shall elect from among the
Commissioners a President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer. Officers so elected shall
serve for a term of one (1) year or until a qualified successor is elected.

Section 2 — President. The President shall preside at all meetings of the Commissioners.
The President, together with the Secretary, Executive Director, or any other person authorized by
the Board of Commissioners, may execute all bonds, notes, debentures, mortgages, and other
contracts requiring a seal, under the seal of the Corporation, may cause the seal to be affixed
thereto, and may execute all other contracts and instruments for and in the name of NJPPA that
the Board of Commissioners has authorized to be executed. The President shall perform all
duties incident to the office President and such other duties as may be prescribed by the Board
from time to time.

Section 3 — Vice-President. The Vice-President, in the absence of the President, or in the
event of his inability or refusal to act, shall perform the duties of the President, and when so
acting, will have all of the powers of and be subject to all the restrictions on the President.

Section 4 — Treasurer. The Treasurer shall, if required by the Board of Commissioners,
give a bond for the faithful discharge of the Treasurer’s duties in form and amount suitable to the
Commissioners. The Treasurer shall have charge and custody and be responsible for all funds
and securities of the organization and shall receive and give receipts for all monies due and
payable, and shall deposit all such monies in the name of the corporation in such banks or other
depositories as shall be selected by the Board of Commissioners.

Section 5- Secretary. The Secretary shall keep the minutes of the meetings of the Board
of Commissioners, except that the Secretary may delegate keeping of the minutes and issuance
of notices to the Executive Director, shall ensure proper notice is given as required by law and
these bylaws, shall be custodian of the corporate records and the seal of the corporation, and
shall affix the seal to all documents, the execution of which is duly authorized; the Secretary
shall keep a register of the addresses of Members and Commissioners and generally shall
perform all of the duties incident to the office of Secretary and such other duties as may from
time to time be assigned by the President for the Board of Commissioners. The Secretary shall
be a resident of the State of New Jersey.

Section 6 — Other Officers. The Board of Commissioners may, if they deem it
appropriate, elect assistant treasurers and assistant secretaries as the needs of the NJPPA may
require. The office of the Secretary and Treasurer may not be held by the same person, unless
there are fewer than four Members

Section 7 — Vacancies. A vacancy in any office may be filled by the Board of
Commissioners by the election of a successor to hold office for the unexpired terms of the officer
whose position is vacant and until a successor is chosen and qualified.

Section 8 — Removal. Any officer may be removed from his or her office with or without
cause by a vote of the majority of the Board of Commissioners then in office at any regular or
special meeting of the Board of Commissioners.

Section 9 — Resignation. Any officer may at any time resign his or her office by a
resignation in writing delivered to NJPPA at its principal office or to the President or Secretary.
Such resignation shall be effective upon receipt, and acceptance thereof shall not be necessary to
make it effective unless it so states.

ARTICLE VI-EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

Section 1 — Appointment Powers and Duties. The Board of Commissioners may appoint
a person to exercise all of the powers and perform all of the duties set forth in this Article and
shall designate such person so appointed as the Executive Director. Unless the Board of
Commissioners otherwise provides, the Executive Director shall be the chief executive officer of
the NJPPA and shall have such general executive powers and duties of supervision and
management as are usually vested in the office of the chief operating officer of a corporation,
including carrying into effect all directions and resolutions of the Board of Commissioners. The
Executive Director may execute all bonds, notes, debentures, mortgages, and other contracts
requiring a seal, under the seal of the Corporation, may cause the seal to be affixed thereto, and
may execute all other contracts and instruments for and in the name of NJPPA that the Board of
Commissioners has authorized to be executed. The Executive Director shall direct the day-to-day
affairs of NJPPA including supervising all employees of NJPPA, reporting to the Board of
Commissioners any violation of the rules and regulations (if any), collecting any charges or fees,
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and keeping records in the form prescribed from time to time by the Board of Commissioners
and reporting thereon whenever so requested by the Board of Commissioners. The Executive
Director shall be directly responsible to the Board of Commissioners and shall report directly to
the Board of Commissioners.

Section 2 - Budgets and Revenue. The Executive Director shall, in collaboration with the
Treasurer, cause to be prepared and shall submit to the Board of Commissioners for its approval
an annual budget and all supplements thereto for each fiscal year. The budget shall include
revenue sources sufficient to fund the budget and may include tariff rates, fees, dues,
assessments and/or capital contributions from Members; fee schedules associated with services
provided under the Master Energy Services Contracts; as well as other sources of funding.

Section 3. Reports. The Executive Director shall submit to the Board of Commissioners
at its annual meeting a report summarizing the operations and affairs of NJPPA and its activities
during the preceding year and setting forth the plans, programs or projects for future
development, with such suggestions and recommendations as the Executive Director shall deem
appropriate. The Executive Director shall also make such reports to the Board of Commissioners
as may be appropriate, or which may be required by these Bylaws, or by the Board of
Commissioners.

Section 4 — Agents and Employees. The Executive Director shall have the power to
employ, remove and suspend all agents and employees not elected or appointed by the Board of
Commissioners, to determine the duties and responsibilities of such persons, to create such titles
for such persons as the Executive Director may deem desirable to enable the person(s) to execute
their duties and responsibilities, and to fix and change the compensation of such persons, within
the limits of the annual budget approved by the Board of Commissioners.

Section 5 — Participation at Board and Committee Meetings. The Executive Director may
be invited to participate in any meeting of the Board of Commissioners and any committee
thereof, whether or not a member thereof; provided, however, that the Executive Director shall
not be entitled to vote at, and shall not be counted for purposes of determining whether a quorum
is present at, any meeting of (i) the Board of Commissioners, if the Executive Director is not a
Commissioner, or (ii) a committee, if the Executive Director is not a member of such committee.

Section 6 — Further Duties and Authority. The Executive Director shall have such other
duties and authority as may be prescribed elsewhere in these Bylaws or the rules and regulations
(if any) or from time to time authorized by the Board of Commissioners.

Section 7 — Absence. In the event of the death or during the absence, incapacity, or
inability or refusal to act of the Executive Director, the Board of Commissioners shall designate
some other person to exercise, and in the absence of such designation the President may exercise
all of the powers and perform all of the duties of the Executive Director.
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ARTICLE VII-COMMITTEES

Section 1 — Special Purpose Committees. The President shall have the power to appoint,
committees to investigate matters of interest to NJPPA and for such other purposes. The
President shall appoint a committee chair from among the Board of Commissioners, and in
default of such designation, a chair shall be chosen by the committee.

Section 2 — Standing Committees. The Standing Committees shall be the Executive
Committee, the Finance Committee, the Administration Committee, and the Power Procurement
Committee. Each Standing Committee shall be chaired by a Commissioner.

Executive Committee. The purpose of the Executive Committee is to exercise powers of
the Board which arise between regularly scheduled Board meetings or when it is not practical or
feasible for the Board to meet. The Executive Committee shall consist of the President, Vice-
President, Treasurer, and Secretary. A majority of the Committee shall constitute a quorum.

The Executive Committee shall meet at such times and places and by such means as the
President shall determine. The Executive Committee shall report regularly about its activities to
the Board. The Executive Committee shall undertake such other tasks as the Committee
members shall designate that support the purpose of the Committee. Decisions of the Executive
Committee shall be reviewed at the next regularly scheduled Board meeting.

Finance Committee. The Treasurer is chair of the Finance Committee. The purpose of
the Finance Committee is to oversee NJPPA’s financial performance and establish financial
management practices as needed. The Finance Committee members shall make
recommendations to the Board to ensure the following duties are fulfilled:

¢ establish the annual general budget of expenses and revenue sources at least one
month prior to the end of each fiscal year;

¢ provide for the collection and dissemination of financial and other data to support
the purposes of the NJPPA;

The Administration
Committee members shall make recommendations to the Board to ensure fulfillment of the
following Board duties:

review appointment of Executive Director;

annual evaluation of Executive Director;

ensure Executive Director or other supervisor conducts annual review of other
paid staff;

establish and ensure compliance with Staff Guidelines and Employee Handbook;
nominate officers to the Board of Commissioners;

review existing bylaws and IMA annually for legal sufficiency under current law
and recommend changes as needed for Board approval;

advise Board President on ways to enhance and implement Board member
effectiveness;

review with individual Board members their continuing interest, term of service,
participation, training, skills, attendance, and adherence to legal norms;

such other tasks as the Committee members shall determine that support the
purpose of the Committee.

Power Procurement Committee. The purpose of the Power Procurement Committee is to

oversee NJPPA’s power procurement protocols, contracts, and practices. The Power
Procurement Committee shall make recommendations to the Board to ensure fulfillment of the
following Board duties:

review existing contracts for power supply annually and recommend to Board of
Commissioners changes or improvements;

annually review competitive procurement principles and risk management
policies to ensure use of best practices, and recommend any changes to Board of
Commissioners;

oversee, maintain and supervise all NJPPA contracts and property;

oversee the purchase or acquisition of future properties of NJPPA;

report annually to the Board on the state of the NJPPA property, equipment,
investments and resources;

ensure responsible use of all NJPPA property;

and such other tasks as the Committee members shall designate that support the
purpose of the Committee.

Section 3. Conducting Business of Committees. Members of standing committees and
special purpose Committees shall serve for terms of one year. These by-laws place no limit on
the number of one year terms that may be served on Committees or Functions. The Presiding
Officer shall serve as the chair of the Committee. Vacancies in the membership of any
committee may be filled by designation by the Presiding Officer. The majority of the members
of a committee shall constitute a quorum. Each Committee may adopt rules for its own conduct
that do not conflict with these bylaws or with the rules adopted by the Board.

ARTICLE VII - AMENDMENTS

Section 1 — Force and Effect of Bylaws. These bylaws are subject to the laws of the State
of New Jersey and to the IMA as the same may be amended from time to time. If any provision
in these bylaws is inconsistent with a provision in the New Jersey Code or with the IMA, the
New Jersey Code and the IMA shall govern.

Section 2 — Amendment. These bylaws may be altered, amended or repealed by a
majority of all the votes of the Board of Commissioners which are entitled to be cast.

THIS IS AN AGREEMENT to create the New Jersey Public Power Authority
(“NJPPA”), a municipal shared services energy authority formed by a combination of the
following municipalities of the State of New Jersey, together with other municipalities or rural
electric cooperatives that become parties hereto, the “Members”; City of Vineland, and the
Boroughs of Butler, Lavallette, Madison, Milltown, Park Ridge, Pemberton, Seaside Heights,
and South River.

WHEREAS, the aforenamed municipalities are desirous of contracting to establish a
municipal shared services energy authority according to the provisions set forth in The
Municipal Shared Services Energy Authority Act, N.J. Stat. Ann. §40A:66-1(2016), et seq.
(hereinafter referred to as the “Act”), for the purpose of acting jointly to promote the stability
and viability of the Member systems and to achieve efficiencies and savings for the retail
customers of the Member systems;

WHEREAS, the aforenamed municipality governing bodies have adopted ordinances
approving this Inter-Municipal Agreement (“IMA”); and

WHEREAS, this IMA and the pertinent ordinances were submitted to the Local Finance
Board (“LFB”) of the New Jersey Division of Local Governmental Services as an application for
approval of this IMA, and the LFB either approved this IMA or did not disapprove this IMA

within sixty days of a completed application; and



NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants hereinafter expressed and

other good and valuable consideration, the municipalities listed above hereby agree as follows:
ARTICLE I- NAME

The name of this municipal shared services energy authority shall be the New Jersey

Public Power Authority (“NJPPA”) or the Authority.
ARTICLE II — PURPOSES

The purposes for which NJPPA is organized are to act jointly and perform according to
standard electric industry practices all authorized endeavors to achieve savings and efficiencies
for retail customers in Member systems through coordinated bulk power and fuel supply
programs; undertake the planning, financing, development, acquisition, construction,
reconstruction, improvement, enlargement, betterment, operation and maintenance of a project or
projects to supply electric power and/or energy for the present and future needs of its Members;
and to effect joint development of electric energy resources or production, distribution, and
transmission of electric power and/or energy in whole or in part for the benefit of the contracting
Members; and to do and perform all acts and things for the benefit of its Members and others,
which by law, expressed or implied, it is authorized, empowered or permitted to do and perform.

ARTICLE III - REGISTERED OFFICE

The registered office of NJPPA is located at 420 Boardwalk, P.O. Box 206, Seaside

Heights, New Jersey 08751 and the Registered Agent is James A. Jablonski.

ARTICLE IV — TERM, MEMBERSHIP AND OBLIGATIONS

Section 1. Eligibility for Membership. The initial Members of the NJPPA shall be: City of

Vineland, and the Boroughs of Butler, Lavallette, Madison, Milltown, Park Ridge, Pemberton,



Seaside Heights, and South River. To become a Member of NJPPA, the municipality or rural
electric cooperative must negotiate an amended IMA and present it to the LFB together with an
approved ordinance of its governing body pursuant to the Act.

Section 2. Term of IMA. The IMA shall continue until such time as Membership declines to
fewer than three Members.

Section 3. Withdrawal of Membership. Membership may be withdrawn by any Member, acting
through its governing body, by giving wriften notice of such termination six (6) months prior to
the effective date of the withdrawal. Liabilities under contract in force at the time of such
withdrawal shall not be affected except as provided in such contract. A withdrawing Member’s
withdrawal obligations include defeasance of the Member’s pro rata share of any bonds issued
by NJPPA. Any withdrawal under Section 3 shall not relieve that Member of a legal commitment
or liability under contract entered into with NJPPA or by NJPPA with other entities, such as,
power purchase contracts for energy and/or capacity to be delivered in the future.

Section 4. Termination of Membership. A Member may be terminated by two-thirds (2/3) vote of

the Members, acting through their Commissioners. Liabilities under contract in force at the time
of such termination shall not be affected except as provided in such contract. A terminated
Member shall be obligated to defease the Member’s pro rata share of any bonds issued by
NJPPA. Any termination under Section 4 shall not relieve that Member of a legal commitment or
liability under contract entered into with NJPPA or by NJPPA with other entities.

Section 5. First Rights. The Members of NJPPA shall have a first right to the purchase of all
electric capacity and/or energy generated by, contracted for, or owned by NJPPA. The amount
of electric capacity and energy to which each Member is entitled shall be computed in

accordance with plans or formulae, if any, adopted by two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Members,

acting through their Commissioners. Notwithstanding anything which might indicate a different
intention, NJPPA may enter into contracts of such duration as it deems advisable for sale to its
Members of the electric capacity and/or energy to which they are entitled and elect to purchase,
and for the sale of surplus electric capacity and energy (that is, electric capacity and energy not
contracted for or contracted for and not currently used by Members) to non-members.

Section 6. Members not to be Assessed. No Member may be assessed for any purpose by
NJPPA without the Member’s consent evidenced in writing from the Member’s governing body.

Section 7. Obligations of Members. It is specifically agreed that membership in NJPPA shall not

commit any Member to purchase power and/or energy or to incur any other liability unless such
Member shall specifically agree to such cost, purchase or other liability pursuant to a separate
contract approved by its governing body.

7.1 ___Administrative Costs. Members promise to pay such tariff rates, fees, dues,
assessments and/or capital contributions as established by the Members, acting through their
Commissioners in accordance with the bylaws, to support the operations of NJPPA.

7.2 Purchase and Sale of Electricity; Generation Projects.

7.2.1 Members agree that to purchase products and services from NJPPA,
Member must first enter into a Master Energy Services Contract(s).

7.2.2. Terms of Purchase and Sale Must Recover NJPPA Costs. Any contract
between Member and NJPPA shall bind the Member(s) to make payments to NJPPA for
commodities to be procured and services to be rendered by the Authority in such amounts
as to enable NJPPA to meet its expenses, to satisfy any collateral requirements to
preserve the contracts, and to make payments on interest and principal of any bonds, plus

reserves for debt service, if any. Such Member-NJPPA contract(s) may contain “take or

4



pay” provisions obligating Member(s) to pay for energy and/or capacity purchased on
Member’s behalf, regardless of whether such energy and/or capacity was consumed by
the Member(s). The Member-NJPPA contract(s) may further provide that if one or more
Member(s) default(s) in its payments under the contract(s), that the remaining Members
agreeing to be so bound may be required to accept and pay for, or to otherwise dispose of
the power and/or energy of such defaulting Member(s).

7.2.3 Terms of Generation Project Contracts Must Recover NJPPA Costs

Including Debt Service. A Member and the NJPPA may collaborate to construct or

jointly own a power supply project and/or the purchase and sale of electricity therefrom

only if the Member and the NJPPA first enter into a separate Master Energy Services

Contract or other contract pursuant to which Member agrees to compensate NJPPA for

such project in such amounts as to recover NJPPA costs, including debt service on the

issuance of any bonds, under terms compliant with the Act.

7.3. Member agrees to take other actions as are necessary and desirable to diligently
uphold the integrity and purposes of the NJPPA, especially the obligation to provide reliable and
low cost electricity to the NJPPA Members and their customers.

7.4 Assignment. Neither Member nor NJPPA may assign this IMA in whole or in part.

ARTICLE V- BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
Section 1. Composition. The governing body of NJPPA shall be a Board of Commissioners, in
which all powers of NJPPA are vested. The Board of Commissioners shall have the power to
create an executive committee of the Board, to which powers and duties may be delegated, as the

Board shall specify. The number of Commissioners of NJPPA at any time shall equal the



number of Members at that time. Each Member shall have the power to appoint one (1)
Commissioner to the Board of Commissioners and shall be entitled to remove that Commissioner
at will. Each Member shall, from time to time, designate one Commissioner, which designation
shall be in writing and filed with the NJPPA. Each member may, from time to time, designate an
Alternate Commissioner, which designation shall be in writing and filed with NJPPA. The
Alternate Commissioner in the absence of the first named Commissioner, may vote and act with
full authority. A Commissioner’s or Alternate Commissioner’s vote shall be valid unless a
writing from the Member is received by NJPPA revoking said Commissioner’s or Alternate
Commissioner’s authority. Commissioners shall not be compensated.

Section 2. Quorum and Voting.

Quorum. A majority of Commissioners shall constitute a quorum. A majority of the
quorum is necessary for any action taken by the Board. A majority of less than a quorum may
postpone to a new time or place, any meeting and the adjourned meeting may be held with such
notice, if any, as is required by law.

Voting. Each Member shall have one vote.

Section 3. Vacancies. Each Member shall appoint a successor to fill any vacancy created by the

resignation or removal of its appointee to the Board of Commissioners. No vacancy in the
membership of the Board of Commissioners shall impair the right of a quorum to exercise the
power of the Board.

Section 4. Resignation. Any Commissioner may at any time resign his or her office by

submitting a written notice to the NJPPA President or Secretary. Such resignation shall be

effective upon receipt, and acceptance thereof shall not be necessary to make it effective unless



the motion so states. NJPPA shall notify the Member within seventy-two (72) hours of its
receipt of a resignation from that Member’s Commissioner.

Section 5. Duties. It shall be the duty of the Board to comply or cause compliance with the
applicable laws of the State of New Jersey, including the Act, the Local Authorities Fiscal
Control Law, or any future corresponding provision of the New Jersey Code, and to comply or
cause compliance with each and every term, provision and covenant in this IMA on its part to be
performed.

Section 6. Notice. Notices shall, unless otherwise specified herein, be in writing and may be
delivered by hand delivery, United States mail, overnight courier service, facsimile or e-mail to
NJPPA at the address provided herein. Notice by facsimile, e-mail, or hand delivery shall be
effective at the close of business on the day actually received, if received during business hours
on a Business Day, and otherwise shall be effective at the close of business on the next Business
Day. Notice by overnight United States mail or courier shall be effective on the next Business

Day after it was deposited in the United States mail or sent.

ARTICLE VI EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR AND STAFF

Section 1. Executive Director. An Executive Director shall be selected by majority vote of the
Board of Commissioners as set forth in the bylaws. Unless the Board of Commissioners
otherwise provides, the Executive Director shall be the chief operating officer of the NJPPA and
shall have such general executive powers and duties of supervision and management as are
usually vested in the office of the chief operating officer of a corporation, including carrying into

effect all directions and resolutions of the Board of Commissioners. The Executive Director may,



together with the President, Secretary, and other persons authorized by the Board, execute all
bonds, notes, debentures, mortgages, and other contracts requiring a seal, under the seal of the
Corporation, may cause the seal to be affixed thereto, and may execute all other contracts and
instruments for and in the name of NJPPA that the Board of Commissioners has authorized to be
executed. The Executive Director shall direct the day-to-day affairs of NJPPA including
supervising all employees of NJPPA, reporting to the Board of Commissioners any violation of
the rules and regulations (if any), collecting any charges or fees, and keeping records in the form
prescribed from time to time by the Board of Commissioners and reporting thereon whenever so
requested by the Board of Commissioners. The Executive Director shall be directly responsible
to the Board of Commissioners and shall report directly to the Board of Commissioners.

Section 2. Staff. Staff of the NJPPA shall be selected by the Executive Director as may be

authorized by the Board of Commissioners pursuant to budgetary approvals and in conformance

with the Act.

ARTICLE VII — CORPORATE POWERS

Section 1. Body Politic. The Authority shall be a public body politic and corporate,

established as an instrumentality exercising public and essential governmental functions to
provide for the public health and welfare. The Authority shall have the duties, privileges,
immunities, rights, liabilities, and disabilities of a public body politic and corporate but shall
not have taxing power. The authority shall be a “contracting unit” for purposes of the "Local
Public Contracts Law," N.J. Stat. Ann. §40A:11-1 et seq.

Section 2. Powers. The Authority shall have perpetual succession, and shall have the
following powers as specifically enumerated in the Act:

1. To adopt and have a common seal and to alter the same at pleasure;
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2. To sue and be sued;

3. To acquire, own, rent, hold, lease, as lessor or lessee, use and sell or otherwise
dispose of, mortgage, pledge, or grant a security interest in, any real or personal
property, commaodity, or service or interest therein;

4. To hold or place collateral with a counterparty to a wholesale power supply
contract and to account for value, and use such collateral as provided in the power
supply contract, notwithstanding any other law or regulation to the contrary;

5. To plan, develop, acquire, construct, reconstruct, operate, manage, dispose of,
participate in, maintain, repair, extend, or improve one or more electric supply
projects within the corporate limits and franchise areas of the Members, and act as
agent, or designate one or more other persons participating in an electric supply
project to act as its agent, in connection with the planning, acquisition,
construction, operation, maintenance, repair, extension, or improvement of such
electric supply project for generation, production, transmission, and provision to
the Members of electrical power and energy at wholesale, to meet the electric
power or energy needs of the Members, provided that NJPPA shall not sell
electric power or energy at the retail level,;

6. To enter into franchises, exchange, interchange, pooling, wheeling, or
transmission agreements with any person, firm, entity, or public agency in order to
purchase wholesale electric power and energy for the Members, or to sell excess
power and energy purchased or produced by the Members' generation assets and
not needed to serve the load within the corporate limits and franchise areas of the
Members, and to negotiate for, and buy fuels necessary for the production of
electric power and energy within the corporate limits and franchise areas of the
Members, to develop bulk power and fuel supply programs, and to implement
energy conservation measures within the corporate limits and franchise areas of
the Members as necessary or appropriate, to meet the electric power or energy
needs of its Members;

7. To negotiate and enter into power supply contracts defined in the Act and to take
such actions as are necessary to remain in compliance with the terms of those
contracts;

8. To make and execute additional contracts and other instruments necessary or
convenient to the exercise of its powers;

9. To employ agents and employees;

10. To contract with any person, entity or public agency within or outside the State of
New Jersey for the construction of any electric supply project within the corporate
limits and franchise area of its Members or for the purchase, sale or transmission
of electric power and energy generated by any electric supply project located

within the corporate limits and franchise area of its Members, in whole or in part,
for the benefit of its Members, or for any interest or share therein, or any right to
capacity thereof, on terms and for a period of time as its board shall determine,
provided that NJPPA shall not enter into any contract that speculates in the energy
markets and NJPPA shall not construct or contract for the construction of any
electric supply project that, when added to the existing NJPPA-owned or co-
owned generation assets, will produce more than 105 percent of the power and
energy requirements of the Members;

To purchase and sell, exchange or transmit electric power and energy at wholesale
within and outside the State of New Jersey consistent with federal law, in
amounts as it shall determine to be necessary or appropriate to make the most
effective use of its powers and to meet its responsibilities, to sell, exchange, or
transmit excess electric power purchased or produced by electric generation
facilities within the corporate limits and franchise areas of its Members that is not
needed to serve load within those corporate limits and franchise areas;

To co-own an electric generating facility project initiated by any person and
constructed outside the corporate limits and franchise area of the members,
provided that: (1) the share of NJPPA co-ownership shall be restricted to supply
the electric and power needs of the Members ; and (2) when added to the
aggregate of existing NJPPA-owned or Member-owned generation facilities
together with co-ownership of facilities outside of the corporate limits and
franchise areas of the Members, the aggregate produces no more than 105 percent
of the power and energy needs of the Members;

To provide for and secure the payrnent of any bonds and the rights of the holders
thereof, and to purchase, hold, and dispose of any bonds;

To accept gifts or grants of real or personal property, money, material, labor, or
supplies solely for the purposes and exclusive use and benefit of the NJPPA, and
to make and perform those agreements and contracts as may be necessary or
convenient in connection with the procuring, acceptance, or disposition of the
gifts or grants;

To make, amend and enforce bylaws or rules and regulations for the management
and regulation of its business and affairs and for the use, maintenance, and
operation of its properties;

To do and perform any acts and things authorized by the Act through or by means
of its own Board, officers, agents, and employees, or by contract with any person;

To enter into any and all contracts, execute any and all instruments, and do and
perform any and all things or acts necessary, convenient, or desirable for the
purposes of NJPPA, or to carry out any power expressly authorized under the
Act.;
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18. To exercise powers which are granted to municipalities under N.J. Stat. Ann. §
40:62-12 et seq.;

19. To join organizations, including private or trade organizations, that the Board has
deemed to be beneficial to the accomplishment of the NJPPA’s purposes;

20.To enter into one or more power supply contract, lease, operation contract, or
contract for management of electric generation within the corporate limits and
franchise areas of its members, or for the purchase of fuel for electric generation
within the corporate limits and franchise areas of the Members, to meet the
electric power or energy needs of its Members, for a term not to exceed forty
(“40”) years; and
21. To invest any funds held in reserve or sinking funds, or any funds not required for
immediate disbursement, including the proceeds from the sale of any bonds, in
those obligations, securities, and other investments as the authority deems to be
proper and as the members of the authority are authorized pursuant to law.
ARTICLE VII - INDEMNIFICATION OF COMMISSIONERS
Any person made a party to any action, suit or proceeding by reason of the fact that he or
she is or was a Commissioner, officer, employee or agent of the NJPPA or of any organization,
joint action agency, or corporation which he or she served at the request of the NJPPA, shall be
indemnified by NJPPA against the reasonable expenses, including attorney’s fees, actually and
necessarily incurred by him or her in connection with said action, suit or proceeding including
any appeal therein, except in relation to matters as to which it shall be adjudicated in such action,
suit or proceedings that such Commissioner, officer, employee, or agent was not acting in good
faith in the reasonable belief that his or her action was in the best interests of NJPPA. The term
“expenses” includes amounts paid in satisfaction of judgments or in settlement of any action, suit
or proceeding other than amounts paid to NJPPA itself. Such right of indemnification shall not

be deemed exclusive of any other rights to which such Commissioner, officer, employee, or

agent may be entitled apart from this Article.
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Anyone seeking indemnification who proposes to settle litigation or who proposes to
settle prior to litigation shall obtain the approval of the Board on all matters pertaining to the
settlement prior to having the right to indemnification under this Article. If settlement is not
approved by NJPPA, NJPPA will continue to be responsible for indemnification and expenses as
heretofore set forth.

ARTICLE IX —~ BUDGETS AND AUDITS
Section 1. Budget. The Treasurer shall cause to be prepared a budget for each year and submit
the same to the Board for approval. The budget shall include an estimate of the amount of
receipts and expenditures for the ensuing year including expenses of officers and employees,
legal, engineering, power supply, and other expenses and contingencies, and shall be conformed
to the requirements of the LFB or its successor, and other New Jersey law. The Treasurer shall
cause to be prepared quarterly unaudited financial reports, and shall submit the same to the
Board as soon as practical following the end of each quarter of the applicable fiscal year.
Section 2. Annual Audit. Within ninety (90) days after the end of each fiscal year, the Board
shall cause the books, accounts and records of NJPPA to be audited by an independent, certified
public accountant, licensed, registered or entitled to practice and practicing as such under the
laws of the State of New Jersey and in accordance with the Act.
Section 3. Member Audit Rights. Each Member has the right to examine NJPPA records related
to the IMA to verify compliance with the IMA and to resolve or decide any claim or dispute
arising under this IMA. NJPPA shall grant a Member reasonable access to these records at all
reasonable times during the IMA term and for three (3) years after its termination.

ARTICLE X — TERMINATION AND DISSOLUTION
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The term of this IMA shall be until such time as it is terminated by the affirmative vote of
two-thirds (2/3) of the total authorized vote, or is dissolved due to having fewer than three
Members. This IMA may not be terminated so long as NJPPA has bonds outstanding, unless
provision for full payment of such bonds from escrow or otherwise, has been made pursuant to
the terms of the bonds or the resolution authorizing the issuance of such bonds, trust indenture or
security instruments securing the bonds.

Upon termination or dissolution of NJPPA, the title to all funds and other properties
owned by it which remain after payment or the making of provision for payment of all bonds and
other obligations of NJPPA shall vest in the Members, as their interests may appear, and as
agreed upon by the Members.

NIJPPA shall take whatever action may be necessary, including the execution and
delivery of conveyances therefor, by quitclaim or other appropriate deed to the end of effecting
such vesting and allocation as is agreed upon by the Members.

ARTICLE XI - AMENDMENT

This IMA may be amended only by the affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of all the
votes of Commissioners and approval by the LFB. Notwithstanding the provisions of this
paragraph, this IMA may be modified, amended or changed concerning the matters of (i) voting
by Commissioners or (ii) assessment of Members except by the unanimous approval of the
Members only upon written agreement signed by all Members and upon approval by the LFB.

ARTICLE XII — CONSTRUCTION AND BINDING EFFECT
It is mutually agreed that this IMA shall be construed according to the laws of the State

of New Jersey, venue lying in the courts of the State of New Jersey.
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This IMA, with attachments, where applicable, shall be considered and construed as a
whole, each paragraph in context with the others, and no paragraph shall be read to the exclusion
of any other paragraph. If any terms, covenant, or condition herein shall be deemed to be
unenforceable or illegal, such unenforceability or illegality shall be of no force or effect with
respect to any other paragraph, provision, term, or covenant herein.

The parties hereto agree that they will execute any document reasonably required to carry
out the terms of this IMA.

References to the singular shall include the plural and references to gender shall be
without regard to male,

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MINUTES

New Jersey Public Power Authority

January 26, 2017

The meeting at the Borough of Lavallette Municipal Building was called to order at 1:00 PM by
Fred Carr, Borough Administrator of the Borough of South River. Carr stated, “Notice of the
meeting was provided by prospective Authority members to their newspaper of record not less
than 48 hours in advance of the meeting. Notice was not provided by the Authority as this was
its initial formation meeting following approval to form by unanimous vote of the Local Finance
Board on October 19, 2016.

In addition to Carr, the following were present for the meeting: William Akers for the Borough
of Seaside Heights; Donna Mull for the Borough of Pemberton; Jim Burnet (via phone) for the
Borough of Madison; Jim Lampmann for the Borough of Butler; Denise Biancamano for the
Borough of Milltown; Bill Beattie for the Borough of Park Ridge; Jim Borowski for the Borough
of Lavallette. The City of Vineland was not represented. Jim Jablonski executive director of the
Public Power Association of New Jersey was also present.

There were no minutes, claims, or treasurer report for consideration.

The following municipalities, having enacted the required ordinance in support of formation of
the New Jersey Public Power Authority and found to have met the requirements for Authority
membership under N.J.S.A. Ann. 40A:66-1, et seq. were admitted as members: The Boroughs of
Butler, Lavallette, Madison, Milltown, Park Ridge, Pemberton, Seaside Heights, and South River.
Admission of the City of Vineland is pending second and final reading of the required ordinance
and is scheduled before the Mayor and Council on Tuesday, February 7, 2017.

The following persons, having been duly appoint by their local governing bodies were admitted
as members of the Authority Board of Commissioners: William Akers for the Borough of
Seaside Heights; Donna Mull for the Borough of Pemberton; Jim Burnet (via phone) for the
Borough of Madison; Jim Lampmann for the Borough of Butler; Denise Biancamano for the
Borough of Milltown; Bill Beattie for the Borough of Park Ridge; Jim Borowski for the Borough
of Lavallette. Admission of a commissioner to represent the City of Vineland is expected to
follow adoption of the required ordinance by the City Council on February 7, 2017.

Borowski made a motion to elect the following slate of officers: Fred Carr, president; Donna
Mull, vice-president; Jim Lampmann, Treasurer; and Bill Beattie, secretary; that nominations be
closed; and that a unanimous ballot be cast for this initial election. Burnet offered a second to
the motion and the voice vote was unanimous.

As this was the formation meeting of the Authority no minutes, claims, or Treasurer’s Report
were available for action.

There was no Executive Director’s Report or Unfinished Business.



New Business:

Resolution 2017-1 to Adopt Authority Bylaws as approved by the Local Finance Board was
moved by Akers. Mull seconded the motion. Akers expressed concern with language in Article
V Officers, Section 8 — Removal and Article VI Executive Director, Section 6 — Further Duties and
Authority. The consensus of those present was that amendments would be considered in the
future. The voice vote to adopt the Resolution was unanimous.

Per Article V Officers, Section 5 — Secretary, Jablonski was directed by Secretary Beattie to
record minutes of the meeting.

Resolution 2017-2 to Appoint an Executive Director was tabled until a special meeting to be
scheduled in February. A motion was made by Biancamano. Lampmann offered a second to
the motion. The voice vote was unanimous.

Resolution 2017-3 Designating Legal Depositories of the Authority for 2017 was moved for
adoption by Lampmann. Biancamano offered a second to the motion. The voice vote was
unanimous.

Resolution 2017-4 to Set Meeting Dates was moved for adoption by Lampmann and seconded
by Biancamano. The Resolution was amended to set a Special Meeting for February 22, 2017
for 10:30 A.M. at the Borough of Butler Electric Department Offices at 12 Belleview Avenue,
Butler, NJ. Lampmann moved the amendment and Biancamano offered a second. The voice
vote on the amendment was unanimous. The voice vote on the Resolution was unanimous.

Lampmann moved that the agenda be amended to allow consideration of Resolutions 2017-5
to Secure Banking, Bookkeeping, and Related Services; 2017-8 to Secure Agreement to Provide
a Registered Office; 2017-9 to Secure Provision of Payroll Services and Benefits for the
Executive Director; and 2017-10 to Secure a Crime Policy (Surety Bond). Biancamano seconded
the motion. The voice vote was unanimous.

Lampmann made a motion that Resolutions 2017-5, 2017-8, 2017-9, and 2017-10 be combined
under Resolution 2017-13 to Secure an Inter-Municipal Agreement between the Borough of
Butler and the Authority for Banking, Bookkeeping, and Related Services; Provision of a
Registered Office; Provision of Payroll Services and Benefits for the Executive Director; and
Provision of a Crime Policy (Surety Bond). Biancamano seconded the motion. The voice vote to
create Resolution 2017-13 was unanimous. A voice vote to adopt Resolution 2017-13 was
moved by Lampmann followed by a second from Biancamano. The voice vote to adopt 2017-13
was unanimous.

Resolution 2017-6 to Secure Statutory Compliance Services was moved for adoption by
Lampmann and a second by Biancamano. Mull and Beattie offered to provide these services to
ensure that the Authority comply with applicable statutes -- especially the Open Public
Meetings and Open Public Records Acts. Lampmann moved that 2017-6 be amended to



memorialize the offer. Biancamano seconded the motion. A voice vote on the amendment was
unanimous. A voice vote to adopt the amended resolution was unanimous.

Resolution 2017-7 to Issue and RFQ for Legal Services was moved for adoption by Lampmann.
A second was offered by Biancamano. The voice vote was unanimous.

Resolution 2017-11 to Authorize Execution of Inter-Municipal Agreements Between the NJPPA
and Members was tabled following a motion by Beattie and a second offered by Borowski. The
voice vote was unanimous.

Resolution 2017-12 to Adopt 2017 Budget and Assessments was tabled following a motion by
Akers and a second by Mull. The voice vote was unanimous.

The Commissioners discussed membership in standing committees as required under Article VI
of the bylaws. These include the Executive Committee, the members of which are Authority
officers. The remaining standing committees are: Finance, Administration, and Power
Procurement. It was the consensus of the Commissioners that each should study Article VIl and
return to the next meeting to finalize membership in each.

It was the consensus of the Commissioners that the Proposal for Risk Assessment Services
offered by ACES should be reviewed by an executive director to begin employment on April 3,
2017.

Lampmann made a motion to adjourn. Mull seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous.

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BYLAWS OF THE
NEW JERSEY PUBLIC POWER AUTHORITY

ARTICLE I - OFFICES

Section 1- Registered Office and Agent. The registered office of the New Jersey Public
Power Authority (“NJPPA”) in the State of New Jersey is located at 420 Boardwalk, P.O. Box
206, Seaside Heights, New Jersey 08751 and the Registered Agent is James A. Jablonski.

Section 2 - Other Places of Business. Branches or subordinate offices or places of
business may be established at any time by the Board of Commissioners at any place or places
where NJPPA is authorized to do business.

ARTICLE II - MEMBERS

All municipal utilities and rural electric cooperatives that have signed the original Inter-
Municipal Agreement (“IMA”) shall be Members of NJPPA unless any one or more should
withdraw or be terminated. Additional municipal utilities and rural electric cooperatives may
become Members upon compliance with the requirements of the IMA and the Municipal Shared
Services Energy Authority Act, N.J. Stat. Ann. §40A:66-1 ef seq. (2016) (hereafter referred to as
“Act”).

ARTICLE III - BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

Section | — General. The affairs of NJPPA shall be managed by its Board of
Commissioners, and its Board shall be responsible for adopting an annual budget of expenditures
and revenue sources for NJPPA.

Section 2 — Composition. The number of Commissioners of NJPPA at any time shall be
equal to the number of Members at that time. Each Member shall have the power to appoint one
(1) Commissioner to the Board of Commissioners and shall be entitled to remove that
Commissioner at will. Each Member shall, from time to time, designate by a writing filed with
NJPPA the name of its Commissioner. Each Member may, from time to time, designate an
Alternate Commissioner who shall, in the absence of the first named Commissioner, vote and act
with full authority. No Commissioner’s or Alternate Commissioner’s vote will be void until a
writing by the Member is received by NJPPA revoking said Commissioner’s or Alternate
Commissioner’s authority. Each Member shall have one vote, a set forth in the IMA.

Section 3 — Withdrawal of Membership. Any Member may withdraw from NJPPA as
provided in the IMA upon a minimum of six months’ written notice. Notice of such withdrawal
shall be provided to the Secretary, which notice shall be presented to the Board of
Commissioners at its first regularly scheduled meeting thereafter.




Section 4 — Termination of Membership. Any Member may be terminated from NJPPA
as provided in the IMA, provided that a statement of the reasons for termination are mailed, via
registered mail, to the Member at its last recorded address at least fifteen (15) days prior to final
action being taken on such termination motion. The statement of good cause for the termination
shall be accompanied by a notice of a time and place at which the Board of Commissioners shall
meet to consider the termination motion and shall provide an opportunity for the Member subject
to the termination to present a defense.

ARTICLE IV - MEETINGS

Section 1 — Annual Meeting. The annual meeting of the Board of Commissioners shall
be held on the third Thursday in January of each year, or if that day is a legal holiday in the place
where the meeting is to be held, then on the next succeeding business day, at a time and place
fixed by the Board of Commissioners, or the President. If such meeting is not held, or if a
quorum is not present, the annual meeting of the Board of Commissioners shall be called in the
manner hereinafter provided for special meetings.

At the Annual Meeting, the Board of Commissioners shall elect from the Commissioners
a President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer, and conduct such other business as the
Board may then determine.

Section 2 — Regular Meetings. The Commissioners shall meet not less than quarterly with
the first meeting to be held during the month of January, which shall constitute the annual
meeting of Members. The date, time and place within the State of New Jersey of each meeting
for the following (12) month period shall be fixed at the annual meeting. The notice of meeting
shall be delivered to each Commissioner at least ten business days before the time scheduled for
said meeting. A report of the previous year’s activities shall be presented by the President or
Executive Director at the first quarterly meeting of Members of the New Year.

Section 3 — Special Meetings. Special meetings of the Board of Commissioners may be
called by the President or upon the written request to the Secretary by any three (3)
Commissioners. Notice of such special meetings shall be given in the same manner as for
regular and annual meetings, except in emergencies when actual notice shall suffice. No other
business than that specified in the notice of meeting shall be transacted at any special meeting of
the Commissioners.

Section 4 — Quorum. A quorum shall be as established in the IMA. The presence in
person or by proxy of a majority of the Board of Commissioners shall constitute a quorum for
the transaction of business, but a lesser number may adjourn to some future date not less than six
(6) days nor more than twenty (20) days thereafter. The Secretary shall thereupon mail notice of
the adjourned meeting at least three (3) days before the adjourned meeting to each Commissioner
entitled to vote who has not waived the notice in writing.




Section 5 — Majority Rules. Each Member shall be entitled to one (1) vote. Only the
Commissioner designated in writing by a particular Member (or his/her alternate designated in
writing) shall have the right to cast the vote for the Member whom he or she represents. All
questions coming before the Board shall be decided by a majority vote of the Commissioners
present except as explicitly stated herein. The act of a majority of the Commissioners present at
a meeting at which a quorum is present shall be the act of the Board of Commissioners.

Section 6 — Action Without Meeting. The Board of Commissioners may act without a
meeting if, prior to such action, each Commissioner shall consent in writing thereto. Such
consent or consents shall be filed by the Secretary in the minutes.

Section 7 — Waiver of Notice. Any notice required by these bylaws, the IMA or the laws
of the State of New Jersey, may be waived in writing by any person entitled to notice. The
waiver or waivers may be executed before, at, or after the event with respect to which notice is

waived. Each Commissioner attending a meeting without protesting the lack of proper notice
prior to the conclusion of the meeting shall be deemed conclusively to have waived such notice.

ARTICLE V — OFFICERS

Section 1 — Election and Term. The Board of Commissioners shall elect from among the
Commissioners a President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer. Officers so elected shall
serve for a term of one (1) year or until a qualified successor is elected.

Section 2 — President. The President shall preside at all meetings of the Commissioners.
The President, together with the Secretary, Executive Director, or any other person authorized by
the Board of Commissioners, may execute all bonds, notes, debentures, mortgages, and other
contracts requiring a seal, under the seal of the Corporation, may cause the seal to be affixed
thereto, and may execute all other contracts and instruments for and in the name of NJPPA that
the Board of Commissioners has authorized to be executed. The President shall perform all
duties incident to the office President and such other duties as may be prescribed by the Board
from time to time.

Section 3 — Vice-President. The Vice-President, in the absence of the President, or in the
event of his inability or refusal to act, shall perform the duties of the President, and when so
acting, will have all of the powers of and be subject to all the restrictions on the President.

Section 4 — Treasurer. The Treasurer shall, if required by the Board of Commissioners,
give a bond for the faithful discharge of the Treasurer’s duties in form and amount suitable to the
Commissioners. The Treasurer shall have charge and custody and be responsible for all funds
and securities of the organization and shall receive and give receipts for all monies due and
payable, and shall deposit all such monies in the name of the corporation in such banks or other
depositories as shall be selected by the Board of Commissioners.



Section 5- Secretary. The Secretary shall keep the minutes of the meetings of the Board
of Commissioners, except that the Secretary may delegate keeping of the minutes and issuance
of notices to the Executive Director, shall ensure proper notice is given as required by law and
these bylaws, shall be custodian of the corporate records and the seal of the corporation, and
shall affix the seal to all documents, the execution of which is duly authorized; the Secretary
shall keep a register of the addresses of Members and Commissioners and generally shall
perform all of the duties incident to the office of Secretary and such other duties as may from
time to time be assigned by the President for the Board of Commissioners. The Secretary shall
be a resident of the State of New Jersey.

Section 6 — Other Officers. The Board of Commissioners may, if they deem it
appropriate, elect assistant treasurers and assistant secretaries as the needs of the NJPPA may
require. The office of the Secretary and Treasurer may not be held by the same person, unless
there are fewer than four Members

Section 7 — Vacancies. A vacancy in any office may be filled by the Board of
Commissioners by the election of a successor to hold office for the unexpired terms of the officer
whose position is vacant and until a successor is chosen and qualified.

Section 8 — Removal. Any officer may be removed from his or her office with or without
cause by a vote of the majority of the Board of Commissioners then in office at any regular or
special meeting of the Board of Commissioners.

Section 9 — Resignation. Any officer may at any time resign his or her office by a
resignation in writing delivered to NJPPA at its principal office or to the President or Secretary.
Such resignation shall be effective upon receipt, and acceptance thereof shall not be necessary to
make it effective unless it so states.

ARTICLE VI-EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

Section 1 — Appointment Powers and Duties. The Board of Commissioners may appoint
a person to exercise all of the powers and perform all of the duties set forth in this Article and
shall designate such person so appointed as the Executive Director. Unless the Board of
Commissioners otherwise provides, the Executive Director shall be the chief executive officer of
the NJPPA and shall have such general executive powers and duties of supervision and
management as are usually vested in the office of the chief operating officer of a corporation,
including carrying into effect all directions and resolutions of the Board of Commissioners. The
Executive Director may execute all bonds, notes, debentures, mortgages, and other contracts
requiring a seal, under the seal of the Corporation, may cause the seal to be affixed thereto, and
may execute all other contracts and instruments for and in the name of NJPPA that the Board of
Commissioners has authorized to be executed. The Executive Director shall direct the day-to-day
affairs of NJPPA including supervising all employees of NJPPA, reporting to the Board of
Commissioners any violation of the rules and regulations (if any), collecting any charges or fees,
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and keeping records in the form prescribed from time to time by the Board of Commissioners
and reporting thereon whenever so requested by the Board of Commissioners. The Executive
Director shall be directly responsible to the Board of Commissioners and shall report directly to
the Board of Commissioners.

Section 2 - Budgets and Revenue. The Executive Director shall, in collaboration with the
Treasurer, cause to be prepared and shall submit to the Board of Commissioners for its approval
an annual budget and all supplements thereto for each fiscal year. The budget shall include
revenue sources sufficient to fund the budget and may include tariff rates, fees, dues,
assessments and/or capital contributions from Members; fee schedules associated with services
provided under the Master Energy Services Contracts; as well as other sources of funding.

Section 3. Reports. The Executive Director shall submit to the Board of Commissioners
at its annual meeting a report summarizing the operations and affairs of NJPPA and its activities
during the preceding year and setting forth the plans, programs or projects for future
development, with such suggestions and recommendations as the Executive Director shall deem
appropriate. The Executive Director shall also make such reports to the Board of Commissioners
as may be appropriate, or which may be required by these Bylaws, or by the Board of
Commissioners.

Section 4 — Agents and Employees. The Executive Director shall have the power to
employ, remove and suspend all agents and employees not elected or appointed by the Board of
Commissioners, to determine the duties and responsibilities of such persons, to create such titles
for such persons as the Executive Director may deem desirable to enable the person(s) to execute
their duties and responsibilities, and to fix and change the compensation of such persons, within
the limits of the annual budget approved by the Board of Commissioners.

Section 5 — Participation at Board and Committee Meetings. The Executive Director may
be invited to participate in any meeting of the Board of Commissioners and any committee
thereof, whether or not a member thereof; provided, however, that the Executive Director shall
not be entitled to vote at, and shall not be counted for purposes of determining whether a quorum
is present at, any meeting of (i) the Board of Commissioners, if the Executive Director is not a
Commissioner, or (ii) a committee, if the Executive Director is not a member of such committee.

Section 6 — Further Duties and Authority. The Executive Director shall have such other
duties and authority as may be prescribed elsewhere in these Bylaws or the rules and regulations
(if any) or from time to time authorized by the Board of Commissioners.

Section 7 — Absence. In the event of the death or during the absence, incapacity, or
inability or refusal to act of the Executive Director, the Board of Commissioners shall designate
some other person to exercise, and in the absence of such designation the President may exercise
all of the powers and perform all of the duties of the Executive Director.




ARTICLE VII-COMMITTEES

Section 1 — Special Purpose Committees. The President shall have the power to appoint,
committees to investigate matters of interest to NJPPA and for such other purposes. The
President shall appoint a committee chair from among the Board of Commissioners, and in
default of such designation, a chair shall be chosen by the committee.

Section 2 — Standing Committees. The Standing Committees shall be the Executive
Committee, the Finance Committee, the Administration Committee, and the Power Procurement
Committee. Each Standing Committee shall be chaired by a Commissioner.

Executive Committee. The purpose of the Executive Committee is to exercise powers of
the Board which arise between regularly scheduled Board meetings or when it is not practical or
feasible for the Board to meet. The Executive Committee shall consist of the President, Vice-
President, Treasurer, and Secretary. A majority of the Committee shall constitute a quorum.
The Executive Committee shall meet at such times and places and by such means as the

President shall determine. The Executive Committee shall report regularly about its activities to
the Board. The Executive Committee shall undertake such other tasks as the Committee
members shall designate that support the purpose of the Committee. Decisions of the Executive
Committee shall be reviewed at the next regularly scheduled Board meeting.

Finance Committee. The Treasurer is chair of the Finance Committee. The purpose of
the Finance Committee is to oversee NJPPA’s financial performance and establish financial
management practices as needed. The Finance Committee members shall make
recommendations to the Board to ensure the following duties are fulfilled:

e establish the annual general budget of expenses and revenue sources at least one
month prior to the end of each fiscal year;

e provide for the collection and dissemination of financial and other data to support
the purposes of the NJPPA;

e recommend salary and compensation of Executive Director, if any;

e ensure that financial reports for the preceding month are created per the agreed
schedule;

e on a monthly basis, review the financial reports, make recommendations, and
prepare and present a financial summary report at each Board meeting;

e direct NJPPA staff and/or bookkeeping firm to make changes in data reporting as
needed;
establish boundaries for spending outside of the General Budget;

e ensure annual audit is conducted by certified public accountants, review audit
recommendations and implement the audit recommendations;

» assure financial procedures are current; and



such other tasks as the Committee members shall determine that support the
purpose of the Committee.

Administration Committee. The purpose of the Administration Commuittee is to oversee

NJPPA’s human resources and to provide policy guidance and recommend revisions and changes
in governing authority as needed, and to nominate new officers to the Board. The Administration
Committee members shall make recommendations to the Board to ensure fulfillment of the
following Board duties:

review appointment of Executive Director;

annual evaluation of Executive Director;

ensure Executive Director or other supervisor conducts annual review of other
paid staff;

establish and ensure compliance with Staff Guidelines and Employee Handbook;
nominate officers to the Board of Commissioners;

review existing bylaws and IMA annually for legal sufficiency under current law
and recommend changes as needed for Board approval;

advise Board President on ways to enhance and implement Board member
effectiveness;

review with individual Board members their continuing interest, term of service,
participation, training, skills, attendance, and adherence to legal norms;

such other tasks as the Committee members shall determine that support the
purpose of the Committee.

Power Procurement Committee. The purpose of the Power Procurement Committee is to

oversee NJPPA’s power procurement protocols, contracts, and practices. The Power
Procurement Committee shall make recommendations to the Board to ensure fulfillment of the
following Board duties:

review existing contracts for power supply annually and recommend to Board of
Commissioners changes or improvements;

annually review competitive procurement principles and risk management
policies to ensure use of best practices, and recommend any changes to Board of
Commissioners;

oversee, maintain and supervise all NJPPA contracts and property;

oversee the purchase or acquisition of future properties of NJPPA;

report annually to the Board on the state of the NJPPA property, equipment,
investments and resources;

ensure responsible use of all NJPPA property;

and such other tasks as the Committee members shall designate that support the
purpose of the Committee.



Section 3. Conducting Business of Committees. Members of standing committees and
special purpose Committees shall serve for terms of one year. These by-laws place no limit on
the number of one year terms that may be served on Committees or Functions. The Presiding
Officer shall serve as the chair of the Committee. Vacancies in the membership of any
committee may be filled by designation by the Presiding Officer. The majority of the members
of a committee shall constitute a quorum. Each Committee may adopt rules for its own conduct
that do not conflict with these bylaws or with the rules adopted by the Board.

ARTICLE VIII - AMENDMENTS

Section 1 — Force and Effect of Bylaws. These bylaws are subject to the laws of the State
of New Jersey and to the IMA as the same may be amended from time to time. If any provision
in these bylaws is inconsistent with a provision in the New Jersey Code or with the IMA, the
New Jersey Code and the IMA shall govern.

Section 2 — Amendment. These bylaws may be altered, amended or repealed by a
majority of all the votes of the Board of Commissioners which are entitled to be cast.

ARTICLE IX - ROBERTS’ RULES

Robert’s Rules of Order shall be the governing parliamentary law of NJPPA.
